System Comparison between fixed and floating docks:

Floating docks:
1. Allow for tight moorings; 

2. Initially less expensive;

3. Shorter life-cycle;

4. Easily repaired, but

5. Easily damaged.

Fixed docks:
1. Moorings must have slack to allow for tidal displacements;

2. More expensive initially;

3. Longer  service life: cheaper life-cycle cost;

4. Difficult to repair, but

5. Not easily damaged.
